Compare your expectations from question 4
to Christ's promises in these verses.

6. Read John 12:47 and Ephesians 5:25-28. Christ has not come to set laws or rules.
He has come to give you "life, and that [you] may have it more abundantly." (John
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10:10). Read his promises to you in Romans 8:29-30, John 10:28-29, John 14:2-3.
Write your meditations and thoughts.

thank Him for His amazing grace and ask Him to allow you to trust in and experience
His love.
